Activities:
Dr. Kim Walters-Parker, Director of Education Preparation at EPSB, called the meeting to order and made opening remarks at approximately 9:10 a.m.  After introductions were made individually, Kim reviewed certification and program approval processes, in addition to program standards for CEC Special Education Preparation Standards.

Mike Carr, Director of Certification at EPSB, explained 16 KAR 4:020 as it pertains to the group’s work.  A discussion followed pertaining to updating the language/terminology of the regulation, which was written several years ago and which doesn’t contain current terminology when referring to classifications of student disabilities.  It was decided that a sub-committee of the TECC group would work with Mike to assist in completing the task of making the regulation terminology more current and appropriate.

A large group discussion occurred when Chapter 2 of the EAARS Draft document was reviewed with topics relating to:
1. behavior vs. learning issues when considering educator training and real classroom environments 
2. variation of out-of-state special education certifications 
3. changes in special education certifications and the impact on educator preparation programs within Kentucky 
4. ways to enhance certification through endorsements 
5. alternative certifications in special education and critical need areas 
6. current assessment requirements for educator preparation admission 
7. professional development considerations
8. rank changes and possible additional pre-requisites for alternative certification route in special education

The large group was then divided into three smaller groups, each charged with the task of presenting recommendations for improvement in the certification process and in educator preparation for teaching exceptional students. A variety of suggestions were presented from the three groups.
