Reminder:  Confirmations of Employment (COEs) for the spring semester (January-May) interns must be electronically submitted to the Division of Professional Learning and Assessment on or before February 15. COEs received after the February 15 deadline may not be accepted and may be required to be resubmitted next school year.  If for some reason you are not able to meet this deadline, please contact us as soon as you can.

Inquiries of the Month:

January

Question:

If a school has other interns already producing the Teacher Work Sample (TWS), may an intern beginning his/her internship this month (January 2006) produce a Teacher Work Sample (TWS) instead of a Portfolio?

EPSB Response:

Regrettably, the answer is no; he/she may not.  KTIP is a legal process subject to legal review in case of an appeal.  The TWS materials have been approved by the General Assembly for use through June 2006 by pilot project interns only; therefore, the EPSB does not have the authority to allow a broader use of the TWS than what has been approved by the legislature. An intern must complete KTIP using a single set of approved materials, so this precludes use of the TWS materials for mid-year starters at this time.  You may use the TWS materials to supplement regular KTIP materials, but all committee decisions for interns not in the pilot must be based on use of approved materials.

EPSB Response:

Yes.  It is very helpful to us if you do include this information on the COE.
