Please check your profile in IMS to confirm that all the demographic information is correct, including your email address.  In addition, urge all of your interns to do the same.  Also, please share the following information with them….along with the admonition to write down their user ID and password.  
As you may know, there are new online security features that went into effect on March 22 in order to provide more options for EPSB users to recover usernames and passwords in a timelier, more efficient manner.  A Hint Q & A has been added to enable you to recover your username and password by providing a social security number, a system-generated security code, and using hint questions.  This process will allow you to recover your username and reset your password immediately.  

If you have forgotten your password, log on to the EPSB website, click on Forgot your password?  Click here.  You will immediately enter a password recovery tutorial that will walk you through the process.
Another feature of the new system is that a user must change his/her password every 90 days, and the new password must contain a combination of letters and numbers in order to be accepted.
