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	What Are You Sending to EPSB?
At the bottom of the IPR it says that if the intern is unsuccessful to send in the original of all documents.  Remember that you do not need to send original IPRs and RTIYs with a successful intern’s certification application and $35 check.  We need the original IPR and RTIY only if the intern was unsuccessful.  If you mark “unsuccessful,” send the originals.  If the intern was successful, do not return the original forms. 
In addition, when you have forms to send in, please be sure you have the latest forms that are available on our website.  We often receive old forms that districts may have printed off in the past but are no longer current.  These old forms not only have our old address on Capital Center Drive, but in some cases, the formats have changed.
New Interns in 2008

As you know, interns beginning in 2008 are using the Teacher Performance Assessment (TPA), including new IECE interns.  The IECE Work Group has created a new TPA handbook for IECE as well as a new IECE IPR and a Release Form, which must be signed by any new IECE intern.  These IECE documents are somewhat experimental during this semester, and we will be looking for your suggestions for revising them.  Therefore, as you work with these documents, please send any suggestions for revisions to judithj.phillips@ky.gov . Look under “IECE Forms,” and be sure you choose the ones that begin with “2008.”
School Leaders Licensure Assessment Update
ETS is in the process of updating the School Leaders Licensure Assessment (SLLA).  The SLLA National Advisory Committee (NAC) met for the second time in June and is reviewing the draft test design, which includes both multiple-choice and constructed-response questions. 
ETS now invites nominations for people who can work on item development for this test. If you wish to be considered, please send your contact information, the subject area and/or test title(s) for which you have relevant experience, and a brief description of your qualifications, including educational background and current position, to Jaime Rice at Jaime.Rice@ky.gov .

As ETS moves forward on updating the SLLA, they also ensure that the new assessment is aligned with any changes made to the ISSLC standards. The new test is aligned to those same 6 standards. A new form of the test should be ready for review by states in the spring of 2008.
Resource Teacher Payments
We have received several calls inquiring when resource teachers might expect their checks for serving interns last semester.  We began approving time sheets as they were submitted in December and are now processing payments.  We anticipate that all payments will be processed by the end of January, and checks should be received by districts by the middle of February.  Time sheets received after the December 20th deadline will be processed as soon as possible after those that were submitted by the deadline.

Payments to resource teachers are sent by EPSB to the district office and are dispersed by the district.  Please let the resource teachers in your district know when we expect the payments to be sent to the districts.
