As you may know, the Intern Management System (IMS) is being reconstructed in order to serve you better and more efficiently.  These changes also reflect the latest budget constraints.  Therefore, you will not be able to enter any COEs until that process is completed.  Unfortunately, we do not know exactly when that will be, but we will keep you informed.  

The Latest from IECE

The IECE Work Group met in late May to design new face-to-face training for IECE.  In the past, IECE training was an add-on for about an hour at the end of the KTIP TPA training.  The work group made the decision that this was no longer acceptable and that a more comprehensive training was necessary.  The training package is now in review by members of the work group and should be ready in another two weeks.  When it is complete, universities will be notified, and the trainings can be scheduled over the summer and possibly into the fall.

In addition, the new online IECE training will soon be available through KyEducators.  It is being reviewed at this time, and, once again, we will notify all interested parties as soon as it is accessible.  The new IECE training will have the designation “IECE TPA” after the title.
KTIP committee members who serve IECE interns may complete either:

· Full online KTIP IECE training, or

· Regular KTIP training (either online or full day face-to-face) plus ½ day KTIP IECE face-to-face training.
A panel of currently practicing IECE teachers and teacher educators participated in the Standard Setting Study (SSS) for the Praxis II IECE test that was developed by Kentucky educators earlier this year.  Results of the SSS will be provided to EPSB staff in July with a recommendation going to the Board in August.  If the test is validated for Kentucky use, we anticipate its implementation in 2009.

New Teacher Survey

The 2007-2008 New Teacher Survey (NTS) results will be available during September 2009. Due to funding, the NTS will not be administered for the 2008-2009 academic year.  We anticipate the next survey administration to be fall 2009.  The decision has been made to administer the survey every two years thereafter.
