Review of materials for meeting
Cycle 4 Stocktake: Review of results
· Robert Brown presented 
· Reviewed the stocktake document. Next steps are listed on page 4 of the document.
· The team is on pace to complete this project successfully. 
· Robert talked briefly about the proposed changes to federal higher education Title II regulations. It was noted that there were no surprises for our state. Kentucky had anticipated these proposed changes and has been working in the same direction.
·  Holly Boffy suggested that if we, as a state, have any comments to make, they need to be made. If no comments are made on a section, then it will not be changed.
KTIP/PGES update
· Robert Brown presented
· A concern was shared at the beginning that a few districts were requiring both PGES and KTIP; communications were sent regarding this with the need to update the district 50/50 plan.
· KACI is currently collecting data.
· Most data show positive reports of the alignment.
· Training is going to be the next big step in order to do a statewide pilot next year.
· Student growth: first year people will only have 1 year of data, so student growth for a first year person is not the same as someone else; intern student growth would be based on local contribution.
· First year teachers will establish student growth goals and they will have a baseline. 
SEED update
· Suzanne Farmer presented
· The Goal of the SEED grant is to have more teachers NB certified and develop teacher leaders within the state.
· 497 candidates currently.
· Encouraging elementary math coaches/teachers to pursue a generalist certification since a specific elementary math teacher certification does not exist currently.
· KY Center for Mathematics has been very helpful in getting information out to potential candidates.
· The other states in this grant see KY as forging the way on teacher leadership.
· No research currently to say that an NBCT is a better teacher leader than someone without NBC
· National Board is working on a database for teacher leadership (job description, title, name and location of person).
· KY is beta testing a program with National Board that includes national board data to help KY know exactly where each nationally board certified teacher is working and if that is in his/her certified area.
· A legislative statute exists to have at least one NBCT in every school by 2020, and KY has about 39% of schools that do not meet this currently.
· At least two IHE’s are looking into a Masters/National Board certification program:  It was discussed to possibly have Joe Doctor from National Board to come to KY again to explore possibilities.
· The NTEP committee decided to continue this conversation and investigate teacher leadership.
Empowering Effective Educators (EEE) update
· Kevin Stull presented
· First meeting has been held.
· Principals, KEA, EPSB, KDE, Laurie Henry from UK are represented on this committee
· Second meeting is today, on December 18, 2014.
· A draft RFA for the EEE initiative has been sent to committee members which will be reviewed at the Dec. 18 meeting.
· This is a school level, not district level grant
· The idea of these grants is to ask schools with teacher leaders, “What can you suggest to help KY can learn about teacher leadership?”
· Money may be used for release time or resources.
· A communication plan still needs to be developed.
· When a school has a broad based issue, how do they use a comprehensive approach and involve multiple people to solve the program?
· TALK conference, KEA, Prichard, KDE may be a good place for the grant recipients to share their findings. 
KY Rising Initiative
· Felicia Cummins Smith presented
· There will be a meeting in January of CPE, KDE, and EPSB chairs and vice chairs.
· All materials distributed today are draft format.
· The goal is to ensure that Kentucky has a workforce that is globally competent.
· It is important to note that KY Rising is not a new thing. What KY is doing is right. This is building on the work KY is already doing and will push the state to the next level.
