Welcome/Introductions/Minutes Approval
Chairperson Brennan welcomed the group. Minutes from the November 2015 meeting were approved.

Current KTIP Numbers
KTIP update: there are 2,433 interns approved, 322 denied due to budget, and 17 resignations.
 
Feedback Survey
[bookmark: _GoBack]There were 3,995 responses to the online KTIP survey.  Of those responses, 3,694 were from public schools and 243 from nonpublic schools. The survey shows that 3,052 (of 3,995) were “very satisfied” or “satisfied” with the KTIP experience, and 700 were neither satisfied nor dissatisfied. The comments section from the survey was shared with the council, and discussion ensued.  The feedback received from the survey will be used by the KTIP work committee as they move forward.

Handbook
The KTIP Handbook was reviewed by the council and revisions to the program and process were noted.  Student Growth has been removed as a stand-alone Source of Evidence and Student Voice has been modified to require two administrations by the intern.

Training/Assessment Questions
The KTIP power point has been updated to reflect the changes made to the handbook. A KTIP Training Assessment will be given at the Face to Face Training, eliminating the need for online homework. Assessment questions were distributed to the group for review and feedback. There will not be a training event for all trainers this spring, however, there will be a meeting for all regional university coordinators, and they may bring their lead trainer.  Date has not been set, but it will occur in May at UK.

Resources for next year
Recommendations for examples of the Sources of Evidence have been made by several people in the field. Council members were encouraged to have the interns with whom they work send in any samples.  Recommended due date: June 15, 2016. EPSB staff will gather and review these Sources of Evidence to be posted on the website.
