Welcome/Introductions/Minutes Approval
Chairperson Brennan welcomed the group. Minutes from the January 2015 meeting were approved.

Current KTIP Numbers
KTIP update: there are 2,476 full year interns approved, 10 fall interns approved, a total of 82 denied due to budget, and 7 resignations.
 
Training (past and future)
KTIP training was a success overall, and resource teachers and teacher educators seem well-informed.  Principals, however, did not receive as much procedural training, and it created some confusion for them as they chaired KTIP committees.  Next year, principals will be required to do the full training.

Feedback and Update
Group discussion about KTIP pilot across the state. General agreement that the new program is streamlined and much improved. Tip Sheet and Hot Links were suggested to clarify procedures.

The current technology platform used for online KTIP training/homework will no longer be in place after December 30th, 2015. Online homework will look differently next year (or may be discontinued).

MSD Addendum 
The KTIP MSD (Moderate to Severe Disability) committee is working on an addendum with tips, examples and explanations added to the handbook that relate specifically to the MSD population. It will be available on the EPSB website. 

Survey
The KTIP feedback survey has been revised and was reviewed by the council. Several revisions were made by the group and noted by staff. The survey will go out in the spring.

KTIP Regulation
The KTIP regulation will need to be revised, and any statutes over the regulation will need to be reviewed to ensure compliance. The revisions may or may not be ready by the December 14th board meeting. General discussion about clarifying various language throughout the reg.

Misc
[bookmark: _GoBack]KET representative spoke about their distance online learning courses for students. KET is interested in their teachers being involved in KTIP, however without being in the school building with students, online teachers do not qualify for the KTIP program.  Some discussion followed but no resolution as to how this could occur.
