Welcome by Sharon Brennan
A motion was made by Megan Purcell and seconded by Beverly Ennis to accept the November minutes.
KTIP Data Updates:
· Full year internships: 2399
· Fall internships: 1
· Spring internships: 2
· Total approved internships: 2402
· Denied internships: 20
· Denied for Budget: 267
· Fall: 1

Robert Brown explained that four focus groups had returned feedback regarding the draft of the new KTIP TPA tasks. He pointed out that the responses represented distribution across the state and there were several National Board Certified Teachers in the groups. The four groups consisted of:
· Western Hills High School teachers led by Lauren Hill, NBCT
· Jefferson County High School teachers led by Stephanie Nutter
· Fayette County High School teachers led by Ali Crowley, NBCT 
· Email responses from Teacher Educators across the state.
Copies of the focus group responses were distributed and the group was given time to read and analyze.
Discussion of the responses was led by Sharon Brennan, comments included:
· Examine Leadership/Collaboration task to make sure the explanation is clear, concise, and shows how teachers show leadership in their classroom and how collaboration shows leadership. 
· Examine entire document for consistency in vocabulary.
· Examine to show connections to the Personal Growth Effectiveness System (PGES) framework being developed by KDE.
· Should we have a focus group from PGES schools? 
Dick Roberts presented a draft version of the revised tasks for review. General discussion ensued comments included:
· The revised tasks now include the standards and indicators for each section of every task. Consider including a cross walk between standards and PGES framework.
· Make sure there is intentionality in reflection pieces. Use formative assessment to inform daily lessons as part of reflection.
· Make sure there is alignment to PGES; discussion of including a student voice piece and how this could be accomplished.
· Provide more explanation and clarity of vocabulary. Use more examples, especially for the new Task D Collaborative Leadership.
· More feedback will continue to be collected.
· Recommended changes will be provided to the board at the April retreat.Changes to the tasks would not take effect until 2014-2015 school year.
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Felicia Cumming-Smith reported on the 6 winter summits across the state explaining the 2013-2014 state wide pilot of the PGES.
Discussion ensued regarding when KTIP committee training should be updated. There were several suggestions including the use of technology to deliver update training, retraining all committee members who had not been trained since 2007, waiting until the task revision is complete then retraining, and retraining committee members who had not had an intern for three years. General consensus was not reached.
