Welcome/Introductions/Minutes Approval
Donna recognized Judy Thomas’s retirement from the Archdiocese of Louisville and introduced Mary Beth Bowling as her replacement. Sharon Brennan welcomed the group. Minutes from the November 2014 meeting were approved.


KTIP Update
Sherri Henley gave an update on KTIP for this year. There were 2,433 full year interns approved, a total of 258 full year denied due to budget and 95 denied for spring. 





Pilot Feedback (survey’s focus groups)
Donna gave an update on the pilot district feedback. The group was then given a copy of the KTIP Cycle 1 Evaluation Report to review along with copies of the Source of Evidence: Resources, Records, and Communication, Lesson Plan, KY Framework for Teaching Aligned with KY Teacher Standards and the Record of Teacher Internship Year (RTIY). Jeff Castle spoke briefly about
Domain 4 and how there seems to be a misunderstanding of what information/evidence should be entered into the domain.

IMS (RTIY, IPR)

Sharon Salsman stated COE’s in IMS will not change, the resource teacher timesheets will have one small change going from standards to components, the RTIY scoring will now be by domain and each person will be entering their own scores.
